At the September City Council meeting engineers from Welch-Comer reported the following:

¢ The funding opportunities for the completion of sidewalks from the Spokane River Bridge to Trent Ave-
nue on both West and East sides, complete with ADA access and appropriate high visibility crosswalks
throughout Millwood look favorable. Welch-Comer feels the chance of Millwood receiving the funding
to complete this work is very good. We should have the final word by the end of November.

+ Eliminate the third east-most lane on Argonne Road at the Trent intersection heading north, reducing the
speed limit on Argonne Road from 30 MPH to 25 MPH, building bulb-out parking areas in the historical

business district, and establishing several high visibility cross walks in the City.

+ Removing the sidewalk and relocate utility poles on the east side of Argonne Road and replace them with
a bike/pedestrian lane which will connect Millwood to the Centennial Trail at Maringo Drive. Funding
for this portion of the plan may be provided by a “Safe Streets” grant and commercial interests in the

City.
