Update your entries with the following products:

Grade 1 ANSI designation deadbolt locks.

Reinforced door jambs and strike plates installed with 3 inch screws.

Difficult to remove hinges and hinge pins. These items can be found at most hardware and building supply
stores.

Second, try to make it appear that someone is home even when you are not. Put lights, televisions, or ra-
dios on timers and keep phones and answering machines on low volume so they can’t be heard from out-
side. If your going on vacation have a neighbor get your newspaper and daily mail delivery. Have your
garbage cans out and lawn cut as usual.

Third keep the exterior of your home and yard we lit and free from overgrown shrubs. Try to install lighting
that is hard to disable or that would require a ladder to reach.
