Spokane Conservation District
just completed a tree count of
all Millwood City trees. The
appraised valuwu
trees is $2.83 Million.

The survey was completed
under the supervision of the
Millwood Tree Board.

The top five tree populations
are-

Norway Maple 39%
Pin Oak 9%
Little Leaf Linden 8%
Black Locust 5%
Sycamore 5%
All others 34%

The tree with the highest
appraised value is a
spectacular Red Oak with a
value of $27,000.

One recommendation of this
study is to remove the dead
decaying Black Locusts on
E. Empire Way. Millwood is
pursuing this with Union
Pacific RR and Avista.
