In 2012 fifteen million hectare 

(57,915 sq. miles) of forest will 

vanish.  Five million of this is for 

paper alone.  Over 115 billion 

paper sheets are used for 

computer printouts.   

What can we do to save forests?  

Introducing; Minus One.  If you 

have to print out a computer 

printout, just before printing simply 

reduce the print font size by one.  

If your print is set at 11, switch it to 

10, if it is 14 set it to 13, thatôs it! 

This simple action reduces a 

document of 39 pages to 32; that 

is a reduction of 18% or 20.7 

billion sheets of paper in 2012.

West Valley Maintenance &  

Operations Levy  

 

This replacement levy will be on the 

ballot in the special election on Val-

entines Day February 14th.  This levy 

funds many programs  in the district 

including transportation, sports pro-

grams, music, band, drama, lighting, 

heating, school maintenance, educa-

tional assistants, counselors, teach-

ers, textbooks, and curriculum.  In 

the West Valley district 85% of the 

students are bussed due to the high 

volume of traffic in our area.  Without 

this funding many would walk to 

school. 

The levy is a replacement of an ex-

piring M&O levy, not a new tax. West 

Valley Schools have a graduation 

rate of 96%, the state average is 

77%.
