Shoreline Master Plan Progress 

 

The Mayor has appointed a Shoreline 

Advisory Committee consisting of 

Shannon Stravens, Andy Van Hees 

and Doug Krapas.  This committee 

will provide local perspective to the 

planning staff as the Shoreline Master 

Plan is updated, until December 2012, 

when the process is scheduled to be 

completed. 

 

So far, the City has completed the 

first two phases of the update: 

identification of the shorelines that 

exist with the Millwood City Limits, 

and the current ecological status of 

those water bodies.  The next phase is 

highlighted by a citizen visioning 

process to gather Millwood's ideas on: 

   1) how the shoreline should be used, 

   2) public access issues, 

   3) resource protection, and 

   4) shoreline restoration. 

This meeting will be open to all 

citizens of Millwood and will be held 

at 6:00 pm on Wed., Oct 19th at the 

Millwood city hall.

Mayor Morkôs Message-  

Recent information regarding our state 

economy- 

§ State and federal grant and loan funds 

that cities depend on have been di-

verted to fill other state budget holes, 

and their continuation is in jeopardy;  

§ Citiesô general fund shortfalls have led 

to capital investment cuts;  

§ Limited dedicated revenues, such as 

the gas tax and the real estate excise 

tax, are shrinking;  

§ Even though, on average, utility rates 

continue to rise {increasing that bur-
den on home and business owners} 

they do not keep pace with significant 
system overhauls that are required; 

and  

§ Underfunded regulator requirements 

translate to costly system enhance-
ments.   

In Fall of 2008 47% of state cites were 

less able to meet financial needs . 

In Summer 2009 63% were less able to 

meet financial needs.   

In Fall 2010 less than 74% of Washington 
cities are able to meet those same needs.
